These rugs were made from old clothes. It was a really good way to re-cyle them and make something new for your room.


Women and girls would sit and sew in the evenings. These rag rugs were one of the things that they might make. 


They could be very colourful and easy to make.





Then you pull the other end of the strips through with the special hook. Now you can tie a knot. 


The rug is made from long strips of these knots in rows. When they are finished the strips can be trimmed to the same length.


Now the rug can have a Hessian backing sewn on to it.


You can choose your favourite colours and make patterns and pictures in the rugs.





First you have to cut narrow strips of cloth from old clothes. 


Then you push a loop of cloth through a piece of Hessian. This might be cut from an old sack.  Sacks were not all plastic then.
